Employees working longer than a 20-week period should be viewed a regular labour and classed
as either full-time or part-time (See below).

Full time or part time
This status is determined by the average number of hours worked per week. If this figure is 39 hours or more it is
deemed to be full-time; if it is less than 39 hours then the worker is deemed to be part-time.

Principal farmer: the person(s) who own(s) the land and who tends it. This also covers people who rent in land
for more than a year at a time who, for the purposes of this return, are classed as the principal farmer.
